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H I G H L I G H T S

Located in the Powder River Breaks of nor theast Wyoming, the Recluse Ranch 

consists of 3,600 +/- deeded acres of except ional t imbered ridges, rol l ing hi l ls , 

protected draws, grassy meadows and nat ive and improved hay ground. The l iv ing 

and operat ing improvements are located immediately of f of Bit ter Creek Road, a 

maintained gravel county road, just 10 minutes nor th of Recluse and 45 minutes 

nor th of Gil let te, providing excel lent year-round access.  The 425 +/- acres of 

dryland hay meadows surround the improvements along Bit ter Creek. The bulk of 

the deeded land is located to the west of the improvements and grows in elevat ion 

from 3,700 feet at the headquar ters to 4,100 feet on the west end of the ranch. The 

sporadic to densely covered t imbered grazing land is easi ly accessible v ia miles of 

improved interior roads and provides excel lent protect ion for l ivestock and wildl i fe. 

In addit ion to Bit ter Creek, which f lows seasonally through the hay ground near 

the improvements, water on the ranch is supplied by reservoirs , springs, and stock 

tanks fed by wells and a pipel ine system.  This is an incredible oppor tunit y to own 

a well -balanced l ivestock operat ion and except ional hunt ing and recreat ion ranch.

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L O C AT I O N  &  A C C E S S

The ranch is located just south of the Montana/Wyoming border and is si tuated 

in the Bit ter Creek Val ley in nor theast Wyoming. The deeded acreage is easi ly 

accessed of f of Bit ter Creek Road nor th of Recluse and Gil let te, Wyoming. The town 

of Gil let te is located 50 miles south of the ranch and has a populat ion of 32,000 

and of fers commercial air service, a community col lege, and a mult i tude of dining 

and enter tainment opt ions. The towns of Sheridan and Buf falo and access to the 

Bighorn Mountains are only a shor t drive from the ranch on Highway 14/16.

The improvements on the Recluse Ranch are well -maintained and are located on 

the west side of Bit ter Creek Road. The welded pipe, steel panel and wood corrals 

at the headquar ters are very suf f icient for l ivestock.  This proper ty was historical ly 

home to commercial hunt ing operat ion and there are 6 RV hookups for guests/

cl ients with 50 AMP electr ical service, water and sept ic hooks located near the 

heated shop and improvements . 

 The l iv ing and operat ing improvements include :

•	 1984 Century Mobile Home with 4 bedrooms, 2.5 bathrooms that has been 

updated with an addit ion

•	 7,140 sq. f t .  equestr ian and l ivestock barn bui l t  in 1984 with 16” sidewalls and 

14.5’ overhead doors

•	 3,000 sq. f t .  heated equipment shop with concrete f loors constructed in 2002 

with an at tached 2,400 sq. f t .  covered area for equipment or hay storage

•	 1950’s barn and loaf ing shed, mult iple grain bins, calv ing barn and other 

outbui ldings

The proper ty is located in an area that historical ly benef i t ted from coalbed methane 

product ion and as a result there is a mix of single -phase and three -phase electr ical 

power in various locat ions throughout the ranch. 
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R E C R E AT I O N
This area is wel l -known for i ts big game hunt ing and the terrain and ample water 

suppor t t rophy elk , mule deer, whitetai l  deer, and antelope as well as upland birds 

on the ranch. The proper ty qual i f ies for landowner elk and deer tags and is located 

in Elk Area 129, Deer Area 17 - both of which are general draw areas for residents 

and non-residents - and Antelope Area 17.
